Using PUTTY with Bullseye BLE Dongle

1. Plug dongle into USB port on PC
2. Launch PuTTY
3. Select Session (see screen shot below)
4. Set connection type to Serial
5. Enter 115200 for Speed
6. Enter the COM # in Serial line (you may have to open PC’s Control panel/Device
Manager/Ports(COM & LPT) and look for ‘USB Serial Device(COMX).
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7. Now press Open and you should see the following screen shot:
